When choosing repertoire, keep in mind that the winning videos will be presented
unaccompanied.

Video Submission
Students must submit the final video, recorded in landscape, between March 1 and March 31.
No videos will be accepted after March 31, 2021. In consideration of the potential performance
during a Richmond Symphony livestream event, mindfulness is appreciated with both your
presentation in dress and surroundings in your recording.
